"Take away the furniture, saving a few old blankets, kitchen table, and one chair; take away all 
the clothing except for the oldest dress or suit, a shirt, blouse, and one pair of shoes for the head of 
the family; empty the cupboards of food with the exception of a small bag of flour, some sugar, salt, 
a few molded potatoes, a handful of onions, and a dish of fried beans; dismantle the bathroom, shut 
off the water and remove the electrical wiring; exchange all automobiles for one bicycle, take away 
the house itself, and move the family into a tool shed; cancel all subscriptions to newspapers, 
magazines, and book clubs; put the nearest clinic or hospital 100 miles away, and put a midwife in 
charge instead of a doctor; discard the bank account, stock certificates, pension plans, insurance 
policies, and leave the family $5 in cash; give the head of the family a few acres to cultivate to grow 
food for his family one-third of which goes to the landlord."
